Use SI units only and express compound units with negative exponents (e.g., kg m⁻³, not kg/m³). Write chemical formulae with subscripts (e.g., CaCO₃, H₂O). Use a leading zero before decimal values less than one (e.g., 0.45, not .45). Submit the abstract as both a Microsoft Word document (.doc or .docx) and a PDF file (.pdf). Leave one blank line before the keywords. Begin by stating the problem or issue addressed and the rationale for the study, followed by the study’s purpose (to solve the problem and/or advance disciplinary understanding). Briefly describe the research methods, then present the principal results obtained to date. Conclude with the project’s implications and contributions to the field. Abstracts will be peer-reviewed, and acceptance for presentation at the international research conference will be communicated by email. Adhere strictly to the 250-word limit.
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
