1. Award Categories and Eligibility Awards are determined by the following score ranges:
e The Outstanding Poster Award is granted to the poster with the highest overall score within
each session, provided that the poster achieves a minimum total score of 90% or higher.
o Excellent Poster Presentation Award (> 90 points)
e Very Good Poster Presentation Award (80—89 points)
e Good Poster Presentation Award (70—79 points)

** No award will be given to posters scoring below 70 points. In the event of a tie, the final
decision will be made by the Poster Evaluation Committee.

2. Award Ceremony

stage during the Evening Reception.
